START on A228 at Give Way sign at Whetsted Road junction north of Whetsted farm entrance at OS ref. TQ.
65772 45588

Proceed north, passing through Hop Farm RAB (1.7 Mis.) and East Peckham RAB (2.3 MIs.) to turn at Seven
Mile Lane RAB (3.50 miles) (M) and retrace to Hop Farm RAB (5.3 MIs.). Turn and retrace to Seven Mile
Lane RAB. Turn and retrace through the Hop Farm RAB to FINISH at Public Footpath signpost by the
entrance to Capel Cottage Nursery at OS ref. TQ 65869 45922 (10 miles)

+ Remember that the onus of keeping to the course rests solely with each rider+

Event HQ is at Paddock Wood Community Centre, Maidstone Road, Paddock Wood, TN12 8EB.

Sign-on: Do not use the main entrance. Follow the Arrow below to enter the middle side door.

NOTE: A church is hiring the front portion of the building so please keep the noise levels to a minimum when
passing their door/windows.

Be aware of potential temporary traffic lights (TTL) on the A228 just before the railway bridge (travelling from
the HQ to the start) being in place. Also some TTL on the B2017 near Mascalls corner are scheduled so allow
for these when setting off to the start.
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NOTES FOR RIDERS

Numbers will be in the event headquarters hall and will be personally issued to each rider after they have
signed on. Riders should refer to Regulation 16 on page 47 of the 2025 National Handbook- which states that
‘the number should be centrally positioned below the waist so as to be clearly visible from the rear when in the
normal riding position’.

Please note that all competitors are required personally to sign the signing out sheet when returning their
number.

Failure to do will result in the competitor being recorded as DNF.

Please keep noise to a minimum to avoid unnecessary disturbance of local residents.

Please remove cleated shoes before entering the hall or cover them with plastic protectors.

Do Not perform U turns in the start and finishing areas and do not use these areas as a public toilet as
offenders risk disqualification.

Strictly NO PARKING for riders or supporters on the A228 or in Whetsted Road except for the timekeeper and
the pushers-off.

Riders should not arrive at the start more than 5 minutes before their allotted start time.

Whilst competing riders must ensure they adhere to the Highway Regulations and CTT Rules and Regulations
as disciplinary action may result from any breaches of these regulations. Riders must also ensure their
helpers comply with the Regulations relating to vehicles.

REMEMBER: - NO HELMET = NO RIDE. NO FRONT & REAR LIGHT = NO RIDE
Refreshments — Donations requested with all monies collected being donated to the KSS Air Ambulance.

Be aware that there might be a boot fair at the Hop Farm site at the same time of the event so be vigilant of
traffic entering and exiting the site at the 2" turn roundabout.

Please Note this event may be subject to a Doping Control. If this is the case, then you will be
informed when you sign on and collect your number.
